3. Attracting students into the atmosphere of folk traditions, customs and
rituals related to economic subjects.

Thus, the ethnopedagogical approach allows the pupils to pass on folk
norms of behavior, values and traditions through rituals, customs, folk
calendar and folklore genres. A nationally conscious person with high moral
qualities can be raised only through the use of national traditions, customs
and rituals in the educational process. One of the main advantages of oral
folk art in raising the value relation to agricultural labor is that, due to the
peculiarities of genre diversity of folklore, different methods are provided
and reception of education is provided.
